EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

On September 10th, 2024, the Eye Care Program of Manabik Shahajya Sangstha (ECP-MSS) conducted a 

School Sight Testing Program (SSTP) at Pachkhola Primary School in Satarkul, Badda, offering 

comprehensive eye care services to all underserved students. As part of the program, an awareness 

campaign was conducted using posters, flyers, and placards, with educational materials on basic eye care 

distributed among the students. Additionally, the ECP-MSS team delivered three verbal presentations in 

each classroom, focusing on essential eye care practices. 
 

A total of 103 students were screened during the program, resulting in the distribution of four (4) 

spectacles and thirty-five (35) eye drops. Custom-made spectacles were handed out to the students on 

September 16th, 2024. 
 

This SSTP was generously sponsored by the children and grandchildren of the Late Professor M. Safiullah 
and Mrs. Nurjahan Begum, while ECP-MSS provided technical expertise, staff, and logistical support for 
the initiative. 
 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Mr. Gofran Farooque and other children, grandchildren of Late Professor M. Safiullah and Mrs. Nurjahan 
Begum, and ECP-MSS supported extending its eye care services to school children in unserved 
communities. Thus, ECP – MSS conducted a School Sight Testing Program at Pachkhola Primary School, 
Satarkul, Badda on 10th September 2024.  It was a challenging program but it was implemented 
successfully.  

 

 

 

Starting in 2024, IHF began providing free education at 

Panchkhola Primary School, serving 200 families in a 

marginalized community. The school educates children from 

the families of day laborers, garment workers, and rickshaw 

pullers. In addition to education, the children receive free 

medical check-ups, healthy meals, and participate in 

extracurricular activities 
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SPONSOR: The children and grandchildren of late Professor M. Safiullah and Nurjahan Begum sponsored 
the program. They donated Taka 20,000. ECP-MSS and the program beneficiaries gratefully acknowledge 
the donation, which made it possible to conduct this SSTP activity among the underserved community of 
Bangladesh where eye care services are unavailable.  
 
 

THE PROGRAM: ECP-MSS conducted the School Sight Testing Program (SSTP) in Pachkhola Primary School 
- 41 no. ward, Satarkul, Badda with 103 students (47 Boys and 56 Girls) of classes pre-primary to five. 
 
Services Provided:  

 

Technical Team: ECP-MSS provided technical assistance through its partner hospital – Prime Bank Eye 
Hospital to conduct the SSTP for the students of the schools. The technical team comprised one Doctor, 
one Refractionist, and technical support staff. ECP-MSS staff provided support services. 
 

Eye Testing Equipment: Eye testing equipment used for eye screening included a vision chart, vision box, 
auto refractometer, lens meter, etc. was used.

The students evinced Interest in the presentation 
and asked questions. 
 

ECP urged to share eye care information with their 
family, friends, neighbors and relatives.  
 

ECP counseling team discussed with their 

parents to facilitate taking to the hospital for 

further examination. Initially, they all agreed but 

subsequently, they declined to go to the partner 

hospital.
